When
we started posting the newsletter on our web site, we felt it was
no longer necessary to spend the postage to mail hard copies if
people could not only view but print the newsletter off the web
site...and in color! The free Adobe Reader program makes it
possible for anyone who can access the web site to view and
also print off the newsletter. We must mail a specific number to
maintain our Bulk Rate status; however, mailing bulk rate can
also take up to 2 weeks for delivery, so we encourage everyone
to give us your e-mail address and keep it up-to-date to get
information in a timely manner. I always send out an e-mail
letting members and Dance friends know when the newsletter is
posted (usually by the first of the month).

National and Regional News from headquarters is also
distributed via e-mail if it is received between publication of
our monthly newsletters and would be untimely if held until the
next issue.
