Music may be checkedyhartist, song title or albumlf a piece of
music you wish to play is not on the BMI playlist, yaill not be
able_to play it without risking that other licensing compan
out and demand that you pa
licensing fee to them.ASCAP has a more extensive plagpt liof
covered music, but their licensing agreements are also consid
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more expensive, too expensive for USA Dance to pmeioverage
to all the chapters.Hence, USA Dance is covered by BMI for
chapter events, rather than ASCAP.

Any chapter that des not wish to verify that the music played at
events is covered by BMI and plays Blidvered music only, wil
be responsible for paying any required fees to ASCAP, which
run hundreds of dollars each yeaitherefore it is in the chapter
best inerest to check the music played against the BMI play list
make sure that only BMI music is played at chapter events.

Please be aware that licensing companies only sign agreement
organizations, not individual DJ's, so if a DJ you use says khe
already pays a fee to ASCAP, that may not be the case ar
chapter's safest course is to check all music to be played agair
BMI playlist and use only the music covered by BMI.

If your chapter begins to receive aggressive calls from AS:
insisting that you must have a license with them, please forwa
